Although his design was not included 
on the t-shirt we liked his drawing so much we wanted to include it on the cover of our TEN. 
Nya:we Kyler for your perspective.  
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1. Tires are not designed to be burned as a fuel and contain hazardous 
ingredients (the rubber in tires contain 25% extender oils derived from 
benzene, 25% styrene, a derivative of benzene, and 25% 1,3 butadiene. - both 
benzene and 1,3 butadiene are suspected human carcinogens).  

2. Mold will grow and multiply under the right conditions, needing only sufficient 
moisture (e.g., in the form of very high humidity, condensation, water from a 
leaking pipe, etc.), and organic material (e.g., ceiling tile, drywall, paper, or 
natural fiber carpet padding). 

3. Within New England, a tree in the Mohawk Trail State Forest known as the 
Jake Swamp Tree is 169.1 ft tall as of August 2008. The Jake Swamp Pine is 
the tallest accurately measured tree of any species in New England. 

4. The smallest bird in the world is the Hummingbird. It weighs 1oz. It is the only 
bird that can fly backwards.  

5. The Sargasso Sea is an international meeting place for eels. Drawn by 
unknown forces, the snakelike fish come to mate, spawn and die.

ecently a community member 
noticed a swarm of bees settling 

on a tree near their home.  There 
were two reasons for concern:  1.) 
The bees settling in the chimney and 
2.)  A member of the family is allergic 
to bee stings and they were 
concerned for his safety.  It all 
worked out to a happy ending.  The 
bees were contained and relocated 
to a better habitat and no one was 
hurt in the process. 

Honey bees usually swarm when 
they are forming new colonies in the 
spring.  The old queen has groomed 
a new queen to take over the old 
colony and now the old queen takes 
a portion of the old colony to form a 
new hive.  Before the colony leaves 
the hive they fill up on as much food 
(honey) as they can.  This food 
usually lasts for about 3 days, so 
thatôs about how long the colony has 
to find a new home.  

Swarms may stay on a swarming site 
for as little as 15 minutes or for 
several days or more. It depends on 
the length of time it takes for the 
scouts to find a new hive. So when 
you see a swarm, keep in mind that 
they will not be on that site 
permanently. 

Spraying honey bee swarms with 
insecticide is not recommended for 
several reasons. First, even though 
the bees are not aggressive during 
swarming, you run the risk of getting 
stung if you try to spray them. 
Secondly, the bees are only going to 
be there for a short period of time, so 
spraying them will be a waste of your 
time. Finally, if the swarm is 
reachable, the bees are valuable to a 
beekeeper. If a swarm is found 

before it locates a new home, a 
beekeeper can capture the swarm 
and start a new hive with the bees. 

For this swarm a trained beekeeper 
was called to safely remove the bees 
and relocate them to a safer habitat.  
Some beekeepers will charge a fee 
for removal.  In this case a fee was 
not charged, but gas money was 
offered.  For more information about

1. The bee swarm landed and stayed 
in this tree the first day they were no-
ticed. 

2. The next day, the swarm relocated 
across the road to another tree that 
looked a little more inviting.  Upon fur-
ther investigation, the beekeeper noted 
that this was a honey bee colony of 
approximately 20-25 thousand bees!   

3. Suiting up for protection.  The bee-
keeper also uses rubber gloves to 
keep from passing any viruses or other 
germs to the hive.  She sprays the 
gloves with sugar water to let the bees 
feed on that instead of stinging her. 

5. Using a rubber spatula, the bee-
keeper gently scrapes the hive into a 
bucket to transport to the nuc.  This 
process is repeated several times until 
the majority of the bees are in the nuc 
and the beekeeper feels the queen has 
been transported as well. The queen 
will then call the remainder of the bees 
to the new home. 

4. To prepare the box or the nuc for 
the bees, the beekeeper puts  in food: 
honey trays and sprays them with 
sugar water to attract the bees and to 
get them to eat once they are placed in 
the nuc.
