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1. 20% - 30% of the planetôs animal and plant species are at risk of extension if 
the average global temperature rises by more than 1.5 - 2.5ÁC above the 1990 
level.  

2. After the Treaty of Big Tree of 1797, the U.S. government, amongst other 
things, agreed to build a saw mill on the different reservations including 
Tuscarora. It is understood that the men who contracted to do this were not too 
particular as to whether or not the streams carried sufficient water to operate 
the mills. In the case of the ñOld Saw Millò, there seems to be no evidence that 
it was ever used.  

3. Joseph Ellicott, a prominent surveyor for the Holland Land Company, was 
charged to survey the WNY area. His first objective was to establish the 
boundaries of the Indian reservations. Most of this was done the first season. 
Except for the Tuscaroras, who refused to allow a survey in 1798, the men 
measured and laid off Indian reservations at Cattaraugus, Tanawanta 
(Tonawanda), Buffalo Creek, and several smaller places.
